ROUND 2 - STAGE 2 RESULTS - 2011

The two papers used for the Stage 2 assessment are designed to give all candidates an opportunity to demonstrate their ability to apply basic clinical knowledge at the level of a second year foundation doctor and an understanding of key issues in professional behaviour.

A number of different, equated test papers were used in 2011.  The scores for each paper are converted to standardised scores, which have a mean of 250 and a standard deviation of 40.   The scores for the two papers are banded 1-4.  A band of 1 indicates that the minimum acceptable standard has not been achieved.  Applicants who scored a 1 in either paper were not invited to attend Selection Centre.
